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Railwayman is a word that has always been
associated with progress, technical development,
and the latest technologies. The emergence of rail-
way communication caused the rapid develop-
ment of Kharkiv, making it one of the main centres
of the Left Bank Ukraine, an intersection of roads
and the crossroads of cultures. That is why in our city,
already in the second half of the XIX century, an ed-
ucational institution for training professional techni-
cal personnel for railway transport and not only for
it appeared.

The established traditions developed further, and
the importance of fraining for railway transport was
so obvious that it required a raise in the status of the
educationalinstitution. Backin 1916, for the first time,
the possibility of establishing an academic institution
for railway fransport in Kharkiv was considered, but
stormy revolutionary events forced to abandon this
project for a while. Nevertheless, already in 1920 a
technical school for fraining operations and main-
fenance personnel was established in Kharkiv; one
another railway technical school with a concentra-
fion in mechanicsin 1921 and an evening mechani-
cal technical schoolin 1925 were established too. In

1929, these three technical schools were merged,
and in 1930 the Institute of Railway Transport with a
focus on Operations and Traction Means was es-
tablished, which carried on the traditions of training
for railways in Kharkiv.

Over the long years of its existence, our academ-
ic institution has repeatedly changed its name and
raised its status. In 1934, it was renamed as Kharkiv
Institute of Railway Engineers. It was then that the
acronym KhlIT, familiar fo many, appeared.

In 1993, KhIIT was accredited in full according to
the IV level of accreditatfion with a change in sta-
tus (it became known as Kharkiv State Academy
of Railway Transport) and the granting of the corre-
sponding rights to autonomy. According to the Or-
der of the Ministry of Transport of Ukraine dated May
28, 2001, the academic institution was renamed as
the Ukrainian State Academy of Railway Transport.

By Order No. 1049-r of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine dated October 30, 2014, the Ukrainian State
Academy of Railway Transport was reocrganised into
the Ukrainian State University of Railway Transport.

But under whatever name our academic insti-
tution worked, it has always been distinguished by
a high level of teaching, a high standards organi-
sation of fraining, and developed facilities and re-
Sources.

Future academics and researchers, executives,
managers and supervisors of all ranks and specialists
of the highest qualifications graduated from here.

The atmosphere of the university itself contrib-
uted tfo this. It is no coincidence that both main
buildings of the current Ukrainian State University of
Railway Transport are architectural landmarks; it is
always nice to feel that you are an heir of proud
traditions within these buildings.
